-COMMISSIONERS’ COMMENTS-
Commissioner Lockhart – welcomed everyone to Rising Sun.
Vice President Guns – encouraged all citizens to vote on November 4th.
Commissioner Demmler – commented about the Land Forum Symposium that she and President Manlove attended, and congratulated Stewart & Associates for the award they received for land management.
Commissioner Tome- declined comment.

- TREASURER’S REPORT – 
Pamela Howard, Treasurer for Cecil County, presented the cash report for the period ending September 30, 2008.  A copy of this report is attached hereto and incorporated into these minutes.

· PUBLIC HEARINGS – 

- MASTER WATER & SEWER PLAN AMENDMENT – REQUEST FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE MASTER WATER & SEWER PLAN TO DESIGNATE THE PROPERTY AS “S-1”, BRACEBRIDGE HALL, GROVE NECK ROAD, TAX MAP 61, BLOCK 11, PARCEL 12 – 

David H. Parrack, Attorney, representing Chaffin/Light Associates appeared before the Board and presented a request an amendment to the 2004 Master Water & Sewer Plan to revise the recorded plat of Bracebridge Estates to provide for an 18-hole golf course, clustering of residential lots, and the development of a shared facility for sanitary facilities.
The request for amendment will be placed on the Board’s agenda for November 5, 2008.

· CECIL COUNTY PERSONNEL POLICIES & PROCEDURES – ALTERNATIVE WORK SCHEDULE POLICY – 

Donna Nichols, Director of Human Resources presented a proposed Alternative Work Schedule Policy for Cecil County Employees that would enable employees upon approval of the County Administrator to work a flexible working schedule. This policy will not be offered to 27/7 operation departments, or to the Lanfill.
The proposed Alternative Work Schedule will be presented to the Board for consideration at the November 5, 2008 meeting.

· PUBLIC COMMENT – 

Richard Brown, VP Teamsters, 6910 Eastern Ave., Baltimore, MD - spoke in reference to failed labor and contract agreements with Holman Distributing, and asked that the Board offer support to the employees and Cecil County residents of that facility.

Earl Simmers – commented in support of the Gilpin Falls Covered Bridge project and bid award that will be considered at this evenings meeting.

Eric Brally, Town Commissioner of North East – commented in reference to the introductory item relating to request of the Board of County Commissioners requesting that the Public Service Commission establish water rates for portions of the Town’s water service area lying in the County and outside of the jurisdiction of the Town of North East.  He further commented that surrounding municipalities charge increased rates to customers outside of the Town’s jurisdiction and that the Town of North East should not be singled out.
Jay Young, Attorney, representing the Town of North East commented in reference to the request of the County Commissioners to have the Public Service Commission to establish water rates for residents outside of the jurisdiction of the Town of North East.

· APPOINTMENTS – 

Motion was made by Commissioner Tome, seconded by Commissioner Demmler and unanimously carried to re-appoint Karen Bunnell and appoint new members, Steve Miller, Chris Daly and Denise Davis to Cecil Partnership for Children, Youth and Families for a two-year term to expire on 10/31/10.
· RESOLUTION – DESIGNATION OF “COUNTY AIRPORT” – 

Alfred C. Wein, Jr., County Administrator, presented a resolution that was introduced at the Board of County Commissioners’ meeting on October 7, 2008 that upon adoption would designate the airport located off of Oldfield Point Road as the official “County Airport”.
Motion to approve the designation of the “County Airport” was made by Vice President Guns, seconded by Commissioner Tome and unanimously carried to approve. A copy of this resolution is attached hereto and incorporated into these minutes.
· AGREEMENT PENN MARYLAND, LLC – 

Administrator Wein presented the agreement between the Board of County Commissioners and Penn Maryland LLC for the completion of an Impact Analysis of Slots on the County and the Town of Perryville that was introduced to the Board at the October 7, 2008 meeting.
Motion to approve the agreement was made by Commissioner Tome, seconded by Commissioner Lockhart and unanimously carried to approve. 

· CECIL COUNTY LAW ENFORCEMENT MUTAL AID AGREEMENTS – 

Motion to approve the Law Enforcement Mutual Aid Agreements between the Cecil County, Sheriff’s Department, the North East and Elkton Police Department, introduced at the Board’s October 7, 2008 meeting, was made by Vice President Guns, seconded by Commissioner Lockhart and unanimously carried to approve. 

· RESOLUTION – CECIL COUNTY USER FACILITY FEES – 

Clyde Van Dyke, Director, Parks & Recreation, presented for consideration and adoption a resolution that was introduced at the Board’s October 7, 2008 meeting, establishing a user fee schedule for county owned facilities and baseball/softball fields.

Motion to approve the resolution was made by Vice President Guns, seconded by Commissioner Lockhart and unanimously carried to approve. A copy of the resolution is attached hereto and incorporated into these minutes.

· REQUEST FOR CRTICAL AREA GROWTH ALLOCATION – ELK POINT MARINA – 

This request was withdrawn by the applicant.

- 118 WALNUT LANE, FEMA ACQUISITION APPROVAL & DEMOLOTION AWARD – 
Richard Brooks, Director, Department of Emergency Services, presented the Board for consideration, the acquisition and related demolition award for 118 Walnut Lane.  This property has a history of flooding and water bank erosion and is a FEMA project that has received $261,000 in Hazard Mitigation Grant funding.  Upon demolition of the property, the land will be remediated, restored and kept as open space.

Administrator Wein presented for adoption an Ordinance repealing and reenacting Chapter 209 of the Cecil County Ordinance.  A public hearing was held on September 16, 2008, wherein this Ordinance was introduced and public comment was heard.
Motion to adopt the ordinance was made by Commissioner Lockhart, seconded by Commissioner Tome, and unanimously carried.  A copy of this ordinance is attached hereto and incorporated into these minutes.
