Cecil County Public Schools –  

 

Beginning Monday, October 12th, weekly meal pickup with move from Monday to Wednesday.  

Weekly pickup will occur at every building between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m.  You 

will still receive 5 days’ worth of meals. 

 

Daily meal distribution will be condensed to the 5 following sites: 

 

Bohemia Manor Middle/High from 9 AM to 10 AM 

Elkton High from 9 AM to 10 AM 

Rising Sun High from 9 AM to 10 AM 

North East Elementary from 10 AM to 11 AM 

Perryville Elementary from 10 AM to 11 AM 

 

“Meals on the Go” Program 

 

The “Meals on the Go” program will only occur on Wednesdays. 5 days’ worth of meals will be 

distributed on Wednesday from each stop. All schedules will remain the same with the exception 

of the Chesapeake City/Cecilton bus. You can find an updated schedule on the Cecil County 

Public School website. 

 

All families are still encouraged to fill out a free and reduced meal benefit application. If you 

require a paper application, you may pick one up at any school building in the county. Paper 

applications can be dropped off at any school, the Administrative Services Center (900 North 

East Road, North East), or mailed to the Food & Nutrition office at 900 North East Road North 

East, MD 21901. If your student received benefits based on an application from last school year 

you must submit a new application by October 14th. On October 15th, any benefit that has not 

been renewed will expire and your student will go on full paying status.
